C Major scale uses all white keys on the piano

A Minor scale uses all white keys on the piano

They share the same key signature but have
different tonal centers

Interval

The distance between two pitches




Half Steps

The interval between two adjacent piano keys




Whole Steps

Two half steps, or the distance between two piano
keys with one in between.




Major and Minor Scales




The Scale

A particular pattern of whole and half steps




The Major Scale

® The scale is the basis of the key

® |t includes all natural pitches in the key

® An interval is the distance between two notes
